We ask that students use the vehicles they normally
drive. Our goal s to teach students how their vehicles react under different
driving conditions. Each vehicle has unique handling characteristics — for ex-
ample, front-wheel-drive versus rear-wheel-drive — and we want students to
be comfortable in the vehicle where they spend most of their time. Students
should use their daily driver, or the family vehicle, for the driving exercises.

How long does the school last?

The one-day program is a mixture of classroom and hands-on exercises with
instructors in the vehicles with the students. In the classroom they leam
about proper seating and hand positions, mirror placement, the concept of
the contact patch of their tires, the theories of weight transfer, and the use
of long distance vision and situational awareness. Then the students are put
through a series of exercises that are based on real-world situations. The
